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COMING EVENTS

Looking back over the life
and growth of the Embroidery
Project we recall many signifi-
cant milestones.  Our first public
exhibition way back in 1996
revealed the project’s intentions
and rapidly led to the coming
together of a wide group of
embroiderers which eventually
numbered 146.  The making up
of the embroidery throughout
1999, and the opening up to the
public of our temporary work-
shop in Thames Street which
allowed this to happen, was also
a vital and exciting period for
everyone involved.  Then we
welcomed H M The Queen to
the Walled Garden in 2001,
which still remains in many of
our minds as a very special hon-
our for the project.  That royal
endorsement seemed to confirm
the importance of our commu-
nity ’s achievement in creating
the embroidery.  We can honest-
ly say that without the support
of so many local people attend-
ing our events, donating funds
or just giving help and encour-
agement the project could not
have succeeded so wel l  or
reached the high standard the
work achieved.

But having completed the
embroidery the next milestone
target loomed before us – and
that was to create a home wor-
thy of it, and one which would
not only correctly display the
finished work but provide a cen-
tre in which our wider charita-
ble aims to teach embroidery
and promote Sunbury’s flora,
fauna, architecture and town-
scape could be realised. 

Having designed the build-
ing another mountain had then
to be climbed if we were to be
able to build it - namely achieve
the money to pay for it.  We
were lucky to have the support
of Spelthorne Borough
Counci l’ s Offi cers and
Counci ll ors who not onl y
allowed us to take as our site
part of the Depot in Sunbury
Park, a l itt l e of the Wa l l e d
Garden and a little of the park-
land, but also by giving us a
grant and a loan to swell our
building fund.  But the astonish-
ing and heart warming generosi-
ty of our community finally got
us to the point, with a little cor-
porate help, where a contract
could be let, and progress has
easily been noticed since last
September when Broadway
Construction started work and
gradually raised the building out
of the ground.

So, here is the next milestone –
the Formal  Opening of The
Embroidery Gall er y on the
longest day of the year – 21st
June 2006.  We expect the con-
tractor to hand the building over
to us towards the middle of May
after which we will still have

many things to do.  We will need
to train all our volunteers, and
do what fi tt ing out we can
finance between handover and
the formal opening, so that after
the 21st June we will aim to be
open probably six days a week
and the Café will refresh our vis-
itors.

We see the opening of the
building as the start of a new
and exciting period of evolution
of the project.  Hopefully we
will creatively develop its activi-
ties, li sten and respond to
thoughts from our community,
seek new ideas, and ensure that
the Gallery is a live and active
place.  To that end we hope to
have roll ing programmes of
teaching and exhibiti ons, but
these will take time to evolve,
and we would welcome ideas as
to the courses you would like to
be available or of the range of
exhibitions you’d like to see.

To celebrate the opening
of the Gallery the project will
be hosting, on Saturday 17th
June 2006, the World Premiere
of ‘The Embroidery Suite’ - an
original jazz composition by
the internationally known jazz
drummer, composer and local
resident Tony Kinsey.

The work was inspired by
the Embroidery and the dedi-
cated effort of the many people
who have helped to create the
work. The Embroidery Suite
will be performed by the Tony
Kinsey orchestra which com-

prises the finest jazz musicians
in Europe.

This concert will be held
in St. Mary’s Church by kind
permission of the Vicar Paul
Davis, the church wardens and
the parochial church council.
The congregation of St. Mary’s
have been constant friends to
the embroidery – our first exhi-
bition back in 1997 was held in
the church hall. We are grateful
for their continued support by
allowing this concert to take
place in the church. 

We need your support for

this concert because, whi lst
Tony has donated his music,
the professional musicians he
brings must be paid, as does the
musical manuscript copier.
Please, please come t o this
world premiere - it will be a
unique occasion in Sunbury’s
history, but equally important
we must cover our costs so that
any profit can go towards the
fit ting out of our  building.
Tickets will be available from
early April from Albert Skinner
or from the old workshop at
Riverbank.
